Declaracion conjunta en apoyo de los avances de un Tratado contra
Crimenes de Lesa Humanidad

Las organizaciones y los individuos abajo firmantes, con representacién de varias regiones
geograficas, expresamos nuestro apoyo para una convencion global sobre crimenes de lesa
humanidad, e instamos a los estados a utilizar la reanudacién de la sesion del Sexto Comité de la

ONU de abril de 2024 para expresar el fuerte apoyo para que se adopte un procedimiento en la
792 Sesién de la Asamblea General de la ONU a fin de avanzar el Proyecto de Articulos sobre la

Prevencion y el Castigo de Crimenes de Lesa Humanidad hacia las negociaciones de un tratado.

A lo largo de la historia, millones de personas han sido victimas de asesinatos, exterminio,
esclavitud, deportacion, persecucion y otras atrocidades que han conmovido la conciencia de la
humanidad. Los crimenes de lesa humanidad contindan sin cesar entodo el mundo y el Proyecto
de Articulos ofrece una oportunidad adecuada y urgente para que los estados ayuden a poner fin
a la impunidad.

Si bien los crimenes de lesa humanidad se encuentran entre los delitos mas graves en el derecho
internacional, aun no existe un tratado que rija su prevencién y castigo. Un tratado sobre
crimenes de lesa humanidad pondria fin a un vacio crucial en el actual marco internacional sobre

atrocidades masivasasi como también aclararialas obligaciones de los estados de prevenir dichos
crimenesy los medios para colaborar entre ellos. Un tratado sobre crimenes de lesa humanidad
podria contribuir legitimamente a la afirmacion global sobre la gravedad de estos crimenes.

En 2013, la Comisidon de Derecho Internacional (CDI) de las Naciones Unidas aprobd que los
crimenes de lesa humanidad se incluyeran en su programa de trabajo. En 2019 la Comisidn
recomendé la elaboraciéon de una convencidon por parte de la Asamblea General de las Naciones
Unidas o de una conferencia internacional.

En 2022, la Sexta Comisién de la ONU adoptd la resolucién 77/249 para avanzar hacia un tratado
sobre crimenes de lesa humanidad, incluyendo dos sesiones interactivas en 2023y 2024 sobre el
Proyecto de Articulos, y un plan paratomar una decision sobre la recomendacién de la CDI de
gue se avance hacia un tratado en la 792 sesién de la Asamblea General.

Creemos que el Proyecto de Articulos de la Comisidn de Derecho Internacional representa un

punto de partida sdlido parainiciarlas negociacionessobre un tratado. Existe un amplioconsenso
en el hecho de que el Proyecto de Articulos contiene una serie de elementos positivos, y las
diferencias en las perspectivas sobre el Proyecto de Articulos actual no deberian utilizarse para
perpetuar lainaccion. En consecuencia, instamos a los estados a seguir la recomendacion de la
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CDI de que se negocie un tratado sobre crimenes de lesa humanidad, ya sea por la propia
Asamblea General o en una Conferencia Diplomatica convocada a tal efecto.

Nuestras organizaciones instan asimismo a los estados a que, en la reanudacioén de la sesion de
abril, identifiquen areas importantes para seguir reforzando el Proyecto de Articulos. Diversos
grupos de la sociedad civil han elaborado propuestas en este sentido. Entre ellas se incluye la
consolidacion del tratado propuesto por varios medios.

Instamos a los estados a que en la reanudacidn de la sesién de abril expresen también su apoyo
general hacia un enfoque de elaboracién de un tratado sobre crimenes de lesa humanidad que
sea competente en materia de género, centrado en los supervivientes y que utilice una
perspectiva interseccional. Esto incluye garantizar la inclusion de una disposicion de no
discriminacion para aplicar e interpretar las disposiciones del tratado en consonancia con el
derecho internacional de los derechos humanos.

Creemos que es igualmente esencial que el propio proceso de elaboracion del tratado sea
inclusivo. Los estados deben facilitar la participacidn significativa, inclusiva y segura del publicoy
la sociedad civil de toda la regidn, en todas las fases del proceso de elaboracién del tratado,
incluidas las personas de todas las identidades de género, asi como las victimas, los
supervivientes y las comunidades afectadas, y garantizar que sus voces estén adecuadamente
representadas en las disposiciones definitivas del tratado.
